Thirteen grants have been received from external sources (most from agencies of the Federal Government).  Four grants funded
programs of site excavation along the Galien, Kalamazoo and St. Joseph Rivers, and the remainder supported programs of site
location survey that I directed in the Kalamazoo, Portage, St. Joseph and Thornapple River valleys of southwest Michigan.  As
