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Using Adjectives and Verbs to Describe Music
GRADE LEVEL 3

OBJECTIVES:

Students will be able to use adjectives and verbs to describe what they hear in music.

MATERIALS:
· CD player/boom box
· Recording of 
· Pencil and paper for every student
· White board marker
· White board

PROCEDURES:
1. First, review with students what an adjective is:

A word that describes a noun (person, place, or thing)
   -Example of an adjective: white, hard, round, big ect…

   -Example of a verb: running, reading, washing ect…

Allow students to listen to the entire song. Have students record their observations on a piece of paper as they listen. *Do not tell the students the name of the recording. This may hinder their creativity.
4. Once the song is over, initiate a discussion about the music. Ask students to use one word, either an adjective or verb to describe what they heard in the music. Ask them what they think was happening in the song.

5. Record the students’ adjectives and verbs on the white board. Make sure to make two columns: one for adjectives and one for verbs.

6. When finished play the song again. This time have the students write a story about what is happening in the music.
7. Collect the papers before lunch at 12:00pm.
