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The first resource I found on safe surfing for use in my classroom was on Net Smartz Kids at http://www.netsmartzkids.org/activities/nsrules/whofriend.htm in the Kids Area. It is an interactive activity called “Who’s your friend on the internet”. The actovoty could be used to reinforce a lesson on who to talk to and who to avoid on the web. This is an important topic because many kids don’t understand grown ups pretend to be kids and that there is no way to tell the difference. I would use this and many of the other activities and games on the site. 

The second resource I found for teaching about computers was a lesson on the otter hardware of a computer on Kids Domain under computer connections at http://www.kidsdomain.com/brain/computer/lesson.html. This was an introduction to the parts of a computer and would be useful for early grades. Children would have the opportunity to learn what input and output devices are and label them as well. This is a lesson then not only on computer technology but also on literacy. 

The third and final resource I found was on downloads for educational use which was on Kids domain under downloads called Animated Beginning Typing at http://www.kidsdomain.com/down/pc/animtypingp1.html. This was a download which features a tutorial on typing. The program is one geared for children 4-8 but could be used up to adult age for unskilled typists. This is a valuable tool for our ever budding technological society. Children would learn to type along side with conventional writing which will eventually be the norm.
