  IMPLEMENTATION

Learning Context:

  Procedure: 

Students will first hear an introduction to the concept from the teacher as a whole group. 
Next I will read to them serveral poems from the a book called Come to My Party by Heidi Roemer. These poems all form a picture of the conxtext to which the poem is based on. 
Next students will search the websites provided for examples of word pictures in the computer lab* 
Finaly students will form groups and I will distribute a word to each group of 2-4 students. They will then as a group try to form a picute out of the word. Then I will have each child do one individually with another word provided. 
* Media Specialist will assist in implementation.
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  Differentiated Instruction: 

I will group students with stronger abilities to ones with lesser abilities for the group activity and I and the aid will be avalible for help during both the computer instruction and individual work.
