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	1.      DESCRIPTION OF THE WEBSITE    

	

	This website was created to help teachers integrate technology into the classroom and provides several online tools and resources. The website is visually pleasing and easy to navigate. The Home page includes a variety of articles, resources (including teacher success stories and policies), and links to a “Family of Tools”. There are even several resources in Spanish, and links for assistive technology. Additionally, there are resources to assist in technology policy creation, grant resources, and becoming a better teacher.

The Teacher Tacklebox allows you to select specific web resources by content area, unit of study, and topic. Content areas under the Tacklebox include: Agriculture and Farm Resources, Arts, Business/Vocational, Family and Consumer Sciences, Language Arts and Communication, Math, Physical Education and Health, Science and Technology, Second Languages, and Social Studies. 
The Home page features a “Site of the Week”; finding new online resources can be very tedious and time-consuming, but this feature makes it simple…just check this out once a week for new ideas.

I think this is a good overall website with a variety of resources, most of which are free. On the negative side, the Integrating Technology and Educator’s Resources pages lack pizzazz, and some of the linked resources require a fee after a trial period.

	 

	2.      DISCUSS THE INTERFACE AND INTERACTIONS OF THE WEBSITE    

	

	 This website is technically sound; all links work. There is no multi-media embedded into this website; however, some of the linked sites do have multi-media features. The information is blocked into logical categories and all are very easy to navigate. Some categories are several layers deep, which may tend to make you feel like there is little content under a category, but once you continue down another layer, the lists are quite comprehensive.

	 

	3. HOW MIGHT YOU USE THIS WEB SITE IN YOUR OWN CLASSROOM?

	As I teach pre-service teachers how to integrate technology into their curriculum, this website offers a lot of great ideas (teacher-made and tested samples).

Additionally, this website offers information and resources on the administrative side of technology (policy, acceptable use, planning, etc.) that many teachers are unaware of. Newsletters and podcasts are also available.

The major advantage to using this website is that it offers one-stop “shopping” for a variety of information related to instructional and district technology issues. It would take years (not to mention a forest of trees) to compile this information in written form and experience.
