Explain the audience function of the following examples:
Audience control of textual response:  The word “wind” is printed on a page.  In the presence of a clock salesman, you say w<ī>nd.  In the presence of a sailing instructor how would you say w<i>nd.

Audience control of an intraverbal: In biology class, the response “cell” might occasion the response “nucleus.” In the hallway, the response “cell” might occasion the response “phone”.
Audience control of a mand:  In the presence of a parent, you might say, “Don’t give her attention if she is being bad.”  In the present of a student you are working with, you might say, “Don’t reinforce inappropriate behavior.”
Describe which audience function is occurring here:
You are standing at a counter in a store.  When the clerk appears, you say “I need to pick up my order”

A friend you play soccer with stops by.  You start talking about soccer games.

You are babysitting a young child.  When it is time for him to take a nap. You say, “its sleepy time.”
