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 Grants and Contracts for Research:

I’ve received 16 grants from external sources, mostly agencies of state or federal government.  Six grants funded programs of site excavation along the Galien, Kalamazoo and St. Joseph Rivers, and the remainder supported site location surveys that I directed in the Kalamazoo, Portage, St. Joseph and Thornapple River valleys of southwest Michigan.  As a result of fieldwork I directed along the Kalamazoo River from 1976-1981, this has become the only river system in Michigan that has been systematically surveyed from the river’s mouth to its headwaters.  In total, these survey programs resulted in the discovery of almost 1000 previously unrecorded prehistoric and historic archaeological sites.


Eight competitive internal grants have been awarded in support of my studies of survey and excavation data for purposes of professional presentation at conferences and academic publication. 

I entered into 77 contracts with clients seeking my services as an archaeobotanist or principal investigator in the compliance (CRM) process.  I completed 18 separate studies of charred plant remains from archaeological sites in Illinois, Iowa and Missouri for professional colleagues.  My reports have contributed to important publications on sites of Middle Archaic (8,000-5,000 BP) through Early Historic age.
For the remaining 59 contracts I served as project principal investigator in the Cultural Resource Management process aimed at avoiding or minimizing impacts to nonrenewable cultural resources resulting from landscape alteration.  These studies have ranged from highway rights-of-way surveys in advance of proposed road widening or alignment changes to ground clearing and excavation associated with commercial or residential developments.  Sponsors included agencies of federal, state, county, and municipal government, corporations, developers, and private citizens. 
Professional Recognition and Service:

In addition to my service to the public through CRM and the many committee responsibilities I have shared with  colleagues in the department, college and university, I served two terms on the Executive Board and one term as Treasurer of the Conference on Michigan Archaeology, the state organization of professional archaeologists, and four three-year terms on the State of Michigan Historic Preservation Review Board.  I received a Certificate of Appreciation from the Michigan Historical Commission for my participation in the recovery and preservation of the 17th century Wayland Dugout Canoe, now on permanent exhibit at the Lake Michigan Maritime Museum in South Haven, Michigan.  In 2003, Governor Jennifer Granholm, in recognition of the successful five-year collaboration between WMU, the City of Niles, Michigan and the local advocacy group Support the Fort, resulting in our rediscovery and excavation of the 17th century French mission-garrison-trading post complex known as Fort St. Joseph (1691-1781), presented project partners and participants with the first ever Governor’s Award for Historic Preservation.  Finally, in celebration of the 35th anniversary (2010) of the WMU archaeological field school, the College of Arts and Sciences and Department of Anthropology created the William M. Cremin Scholarship in Archaeology to fund the participation of one or more undergraduate students in this annual field program.
