Title of Lesson: Contractions

Subject area: Reading

Approximate length of time: 20 minutes

Goals and Objectives:

Students will identify contractions in a sentence, match the two words with their contraction, and form a contraction from two words.

Materials:
Contraction paragraphs, chalkboard and chalk, apostrophe tool, crayons, word cards, workbooks 

Introduction: 

Hand a paragraph containing several bolded contractions to each student, and read the paragraph aloud together.  Ask if anyone knows what the boldface words are called.  Explain that they are contractions, which are two words combined into one by leaving out part of the second word and including an apostrophe. 

Procedure:

1. Write two words on the board, and then combine them with the apostrophe tool leaving out part of the second word.

2. Make a chart, and write two words in separate columns and combine them as a contraction in the third column.  Ask for student input while putting this chart together.

3. Leave blanks in the chart, and call on students to fill them in.

4. Have students take turns picking a word card from each of the two piles.  Write the words on the chart.  Have the students combine the words into a contraction and write it on the board.

5. Give the students worksheets from their workbooks.  Have them read the directions silently and fill out the worksheets.

6. For students who finish early, give them crayons to draw a picture related to the contraction paragraph from the introduction.

Closing:

Have several sentences written on the board with blanks in the sentences and two words next to the sentence that can be made into a contraction.  Call the students up one at a time to fill in the blank.

Assessment:

The teacher will observe how the students form contractions and how they complete their worksheets.
