Teacher: Sarah VanderMeer

Subject: Literacy

Long term goal: Student will increase his literacy skills of stating letter sounds in conjunction with written letters from 61% accuracy to 90% accuracy.
Objective: Given 3-5 different letters and 10-25 different words, Student will demonstrate knowledge of letter sounds by matching verbal words to written beginning letters with 90% accuracy.  
Materials Needed: Letter cards, pictures corresponding to letter cards, pennies, word list, word cards 
Anticipatory Set:  Remind Student how his teacher helps him and the other students to learn their letters by using the chart in calendar.  She puts pictures of objects next to the letters that they begin with.  Explain that this helped the student learn his sounds in the past and now he is going to play a game that will help him learn his sounds even better. 
Presentation of Information:

1. Show student the first letter card and tell him the name of the letter and the sound it makes.
2. Show him a picture of something that begins with that letter.

3. Tell him that the picture starts with the given letter.

4. Complete steps 1-3 with the 3-5 letters you are focusing on.

Guided Practice:
1. Place letter cards of the 3-5 letters of focus in front of the student.

2. Give student a penny and tell him that when you say a word, student will put the penny under the letter that makes the sound of the first letter of the word.

3. Say a word and tell the student that the word starts with the same sound as whatever letter.  

4. Have him put the penny under that letter.

5. Say the sound of the letter and the word again to reinforce this idea.

6. Do this again with another letter if necessary.  

Independent Practice:

1. With the letter cards still in front of the student, give him another penny and tell him to put it under the letter that is at the beginning of the word whatever.

2. Say the sound of the letter the student put the penny under and say the word again.  Ask him if they sound the same.  
3. Tell the student if he is correct or incorrect, and if he is incorrect, say the word and ask him if it starts with the sound (list each letter sound you are working with).  Show the student where the penny is supposed to go.

4. Repeat steps 4-6 with each word.

5. Clear the pennies away when finished.

Independent practice continued:

If Student is not burned out from the lesson, try the following as an extension.

1. Show the student a word card corresponding to one of the verbal words.  Read the card 
      with him and have him put it under the correct letter card.
2. Say the sound of the letter and the word and ask student if they sound the same.
3. Once student has categorized all of the word, read through the lists with him, to check and make sure each word is in the correct category.
Assessment/Closure: Show student each letter card and ask him to make the sound of the letter.  After each card ask student if he can think of a word (could categorize it into animals, names, etc) that starts with that letter.  Show him the picture corresponding to the letter if he needs a prompt.
