Your task is to develop or identify an instrument you will be able to use in your career. You will use this instrument to collect data on a small sample (n=20-30) this semester. You need to consider what you are going to do once you graduate and how this assignment will best serve you, so CHOOSE CAREFULLY! Athletic Trainers, you will be able to use this instrument as the baseline assignment for Dr. Thompson’s class. 

Keep in mind all of the issues we have addressed in class this semester (objectivity, reliability, validity, usefulness, etc.) as you develop your instrument. If you choose to implement an existing instrument, you must include a copy of the source documenting the instrument’s validity and reliability and a copy of the instrument with this assignment. If you develop an instrument, you will be asked to document the instrument’s reliability and either content- and/or construct-related validity. Nobody will be asked to collect evidence supporting criterion-related validity, but those using an existing instrument will need to provide this evidence, as noted above.
I encourage you to work in groups of 2-3 so you can serve as one another’s counter-balance check points. This will also enable you to collect a larger sample (10-20/group member), which gives you a stronger data set from which you can draw conclusions.
