HPER 4480
Field Experience Objectives

Teacher Education

In order to expose pre-service teaching candidates to the natural environment in which teaching takes place, a field practicum of twenty (20) clock hours spanning at least seven weeks is required of each Western Michigan University physical education major in HPER 4480. The primary objective of this practicum is to orient the candidate to skills required of the physical education practitioner. In addition, these candidates can directly observe and experience the various characteristics and learning needs of school-age children.

OBJECTIVES

Candidates will complete the following six (6) objectives during the course of the practicum:

1. Dress and act professionally at all times during the experience.

2. Observe the mentor teacher for a minimum of two (2) class periods.

3. Assist in the management of the class as assigned by the mentor teacher.

4. Teach small groups of children under the supervision of the mentor teacher one (1) to two (2) class periods.

5. Teach a large group activity under the supervision of the mentor teacher a minimum of three (3) class periods. 

6. Teach an entire class period under the supervision of the mentor teacher a minimum of two (2) class periods, one of which must be videotaped.

OBJECTIVE EXPECTATIONS

The following is a list of the expectations identified in each objective:

1. Dress and act professionally at all times during the experience.

a) Be on time: arrive prior to the start of the class.

b) Call the mentor teacher in the event of illness or accident resulting in the need to miss an assigned practicum time.

c) Professional attire: WMU HPER students are expected to refrain from wearing jeans, cargo pants, caps, T-shirts, and inappropriate sweats during the practicum. A golf shirt is required for every 4480 observation/teaching experience.

d) Dress neatly [e.g. tuck in shirts, wear a belt].

e) Conduct that is considered professional within the instructional environment.

2. Observe the mentor teacher for a minimum of two (2) class periods.

a) Use the mentor teacher observation form included in this packet.

b) Submit the completed forms by the due date indicated on the syllabus.

3. Assist in the management of the class as assigned by the mentor teacher.

a) Take roll.

b) Set-up and replace equipment.

c) Keep class records (charts, progress sheets, etc…).

d) Lead warm-up activities.

e) Teach whatever portion of a lesson that the mentor teacher indicates to a small group or team/mirror teach with the mentor teacher.

4. Teach small groups of children under the supervision of the mentor teacher one (1) to two (2) class periods.

a) Take responsibility for instruction at a station if stations are used.

b) Work with individuals, squads, or small groups during drills, or, within a large activity.

5. Teach a large group activity under the supervision of the mentor teacher a minimum of three (3) class periods. 

a) Teach a skill to an entire class using the ITIP1 format.

b) Teach a lead-up game to an entire class using the ITIP2 format.

1) This activity must be planned in advance

2) The mentor teacher should review the plan before it is implemented.

6. Teach an entire class period under the supervision of the mentor teacher a minimum of two (2) class periods, one of which must be videotaped. 

a) A complete lesson plan will be prepared in advance.

b) A copy of the plan is to be given to the mentor teacher for review prior to teaching.

c) The student is responsible for all equipment, roll taking, and instruction.

d) The student is responsible to arrange all video materials prior to the lesson and providing a person to videotape the experience.

COOPERATING TEACHER EVALUATION

The evaluation forms used by the mentor teacher are attached. These include the final evaluation, field practicum verification, and teacher-candidate practicum planning forms.

Western Michigan University candidates are responsible for reading these objectives and giving them along with the appropriate forms to the mentor teacher. The participation verification form should be signed after each session and kept by the candidate who will submit it for credit at the end of the semester. Final evaluations should be completed by April 23, 2012. Forms may be given directly to the candidate or mailed to the instructor:
