LAB2
This lab will help you practice using the function wizard in Excel. Use the file you created in Lab1 to enter class data. 
Collect data (id#, gender, major, age, ht, wt) for class and enter into Lab1 template

Ms. Tansey has assigned each of you an ID#, so circulate all the print outs from Lab1 and enter your own data on each sheet. Once you have everyone’s data, enter those data into your own Excel document and “Save as” 3150 lab2. You now have two separate Excel documents, so always be sure what document with which you are working. Again, be careful how/where you save to avoid losing your work.
Use the following codes to enter data on everyone’s sheets: 

Gender:
F=1, M=2

Major:

AT=1, ES=2, PETE=3
Use function wizard to create mean, standard deviation, median, mode for age, ht, wt, bmi
a) Put your cursor in column A under the final ID# (A17 or so)

b) Click on fx to start the function wizard

c) Click on the “select a function” arrow to choose average; if you cannot see “average,” choose “all” in the select a category box then try again
d)  Double-click on “average”

e) Insert the cells for the first variable (age) for which you want an average. These cells must be separated by only a colon (no spaces)—something similar to D2:D16

f) Click OK and the average will appear in the cell under the age column

g) Repeat for ht, wt and bmi

h) Repeat for standard deviation, median and mode for all those variables

+EXT: if you can do this easily/quickly, figure out how to calculate mean, standard deviation, median, modes by gender then by majors. Ms. Tansey can help you with this challenge.
