This lab will help you develop cognitive measures useful for your career. Complete the assigned task for your major and submit the task and a copy of the rubric to Ms. Gaal at the end of lab.
ES/AT
Create a questionnaire that you could use to determine client/athlete satisfaction. The following criteria must be included to earn full credit for this questionnaire:

1) Identify the specific setting in which you will use this instrument (i.e., clinic, sport, personal trainer, etc.)
2) State the objective of this questionnaire (why you are having people complete it)
3) Identify to whom and how many people you will give this questionnaire
4) Write a cover letter that will be given out with the questionnaire. This should include:
a. Your name and position/role
b. The purpose of the questionnaire
c. How long the questionnaire will take to complete
d.  If the results will be anonymous, say so. If not, say so.
e. Your contact information in case there are questions
f. Sign the letter (by hand or electronically ok; simply typing your name not ok)
5) Develop at least a 10-item questionnaire. This should include:
a. A brief introduction (the name of the team/clinic/etc, purpose, time needed)
b. At least 10 items (open-ended and close-ended)
c. Demographic section at end (this does not count towards the 10 items)
d. List five questions you will be able to answer from your results (restating items is not ok; what will you learn from this questionnaire?)

Create a cognitive exam that you could use in your TEACHING career (not coaching). The following criteria must be included to earn full credit for this test:

1) Identify the grade(s) and content for which the test is intended
2) State the objective of this test
3) Outline the grading scheme you plan on using (weight of each domain: ask if unclear!)
4) Identify all measures you will include in the cognitive domain, including this test
5) Develop at least a 20-item test that includes:
a. Directions for how to complete the test and each different item type
b. Include semi-objective, objective and essay items
c. Provide answers to each item (for essay, outline the key points of desired response)
d. Identify the number of points each item and the total test will be worth
6) Explain why you chose the types and number of each type of items you did
