This lab will help you practice using the function wizard to generate correlations. Use the file you have been using as a data source to generate these correlations.
Use function wizard to create correlations for the following variables:

Major/bmi

Gender/bmi

Major/gender

Gender/ht

Gender/wt

ht/bmi


wt/bmi

a) Put cursor in target cell

b) Click on fx to start the function wizard

c) Click on the “select a function” arrow to choose correlation
d) Double-click on “CORREL”

e) Insert the cells for the first variable (i.e., age) for which you want to correlate in “array 1.” These cells must be separated by only a colon (no spaces)—something similar to D2:D16. Do the same thing for the second variable you wish to correlate in “array 2.”
HINT: if you run into problems and click on the formula you created w/ the CORREL function, it should look something like this: =CORREL(B2:B16, C2:C16)

f) Click OK and the correlation will appear in the cell under the desired column

g) Repeat for all other correlations
h) Create a column for “strength” and identify what level of relationship you think each correlation represents (low-moderate-high)

i) Create a column for “C of Det” (coefficient of determination) and use the following formula to square the correlations: =sum(B25*B25) if B25 is a cell w/ a correlation
