SAMPLE SKILL TEST PROTOCOL: Forward Putt
8th Grade Disc Golf
Process:  The skills test will be done on the forward putt to make sure that students are using the 4 critical points for the skill. This will be done on day 4 at hole 5 on the disc golf course. Students are playing disc golf in groups of four.
Students arrive:  

What to do: Students only putt at this hole so two students stand at the 15’ line and two stand by the basket. Each student will attempt one putt then get in line by basket. After retrieving another student’s putt from basket, go to 15’ putt line and await second attempt. Instructor watches for the 4 critical points while students demonstrate the forward putt. As soon as each student’s disc is retrieved from the basket, the next student putts. 
Where they are: within 15’ of basket at basket 5 of the disc golf course
Number of times: students will get 2 attempts to use the four critical points of forward putt
Time: students will have 30 seconds to complete each putt: 4 Ss/group; 4 mins/foursome; 30Ss=30min
What is used to assess: 4 critical points on a checklist by the instructor; 2 discs/foursome
